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The Production Continuation Fund (PCF) is to assist production companies deal with the uncertainties caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. It is to assist cover the costs incurred by way of a cessation in production arising out of an incident of COVID-19 and which is not covered by other insurances. 
The total fund is a maximum of €5 million and the maximum amount available to any one production shall be up to €300,000.  A production will be considered to be eligible for the PCF from the date they receive a ‘notification of eligibility’ until the end of principal photography of the production. There will be an excess applicable to any claim of 1% and only one claim can be made per production. 

Productions should seek to maximise insurance cover in the normal course of business.
Applicants should refer to the Guidelines for further clarifications.
